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There was no land based Warnings, Watches, or Advisories at the time this report was released. There is a
Special Weather Statement issued for westerly winds gusting to 25 mph this afternoon at Utgiagvik causing
elevated surf. Additionally,a Special Weather Statement advising that One to two inches of rain has fallen
across much of the northeastern Brooks Range over the past two days. This rainfall will cause significant
rises in rivers draining the north side of the eastern Brooks Range today and Friday.
