A High Wind Warning is in effect until 9:00 A.M. today for the Juneau Borough and Northern 

Admiralty Island. Winds 30 to 40 mph with gusts up to 60 mph are possible along the Klondike 

Highway, Skagway, and downtown Juneau and Douglas.  

 
A Special Weather Statement is in effect until 5:00 P.M. today for the Northern and Western Arctic 
Coasts. Elevated surf causing minor erosion along the coastline from Point Hope to Utqiagvik is 
expected through this evening.  
 
A Winter Storm Warning is in effect until 6:00 P.M. today for the Lower Kobuk and Noatak Valleys 
and until 9:00 A.M. tomorrow for the Northeastern Brooks Range. Snow accumulations of 4 to 8 
inches are expected in the area.  
 
A Blizzard Warning is in effect until 3:00 P.M. today for the Western Arctic Coast. 6:00 P.M. today for 
the Northern Arctic Coast. 6:00 A.M. tomorrow for the Central Beaufort Sea Coast and 9:00 A.M. 
tomorrow for the Eastern Beaufort Sea Coast. Snow accumulations of 2 to 5 inches are expected with 
winds gusting as high as 55 mph likely causing whiteout conditions throughout the area.  
 
A Special Weather Statement is in effect for the Talkeetna River at Talkeetna due to a freeze-up ice 
jam causing flooding of two residences.
