Significant Issues: 

Buckland Flooding: 

The SEOC continues to participate in response coordination efforts with the Northwest Arctic 

Borough, Buckland City, Buckland Tribe, and Buckland School. The City of Buckland reports 

community water production and distribution, and electrical systems are continuing to function. The 

National Weather Service reported that the ice jam down river has released and the water levels have 

dropped approximately 10 feet. The SEOC has established a Flood Branch for this incident and has 

been in contact with the Department of Public Safety, Department of Environmental Conservation, 

United States Coast Guard, National Weather Service, and other response partners. The SEOC will 

continue to support the Borough in its response to this incident.  

On Friday afternoon, the SEOC received a Disaster Declaration for this incident from the NWAB. The 

NWAB also passed along a local Disaster Declaration from the City of Buckland.
