Cook Inlet Earthquake

The SEOC is at Level 3 in response to the M7.0 earthquake affecting the Municipality of Anchorage, Matanuska-Susitna
Borough, and Kenai Peninsula Borough. Response Branch operations continue, augmented with numerous non-
governmental, volunteer, and faith based agencies. The focus is on immediate needs, sheltering, and Mass Care. The
Recovery Branch continues processing thousands of State Individual Assistance applications and implementing the State
temporary housing program. DHS&EM has received nearly 10,000 applications for assistance from earthquake survivors.

Thorne Bay Landslide

The SEOC continues to work with the City of Kasaan, Kasaan Native Village, and City of Thorne Bay to develop
short-term and long-term solutions to their landslide-damaged road. The SEOC is reviewing legal and title
information to determine ownership and responsibility for the road.
