The Alaska National Guard task force that had deployed to Yakutat to assist with snow clearing
operations has been demobilized and all personnel have returned to Anchorage. The SEOC remains
in contact with the community and is assisting them as they transition into the recovery phase of this
incident.

Winter Storm Warnings are in effect for the following areas:

e Yukon Delta — 2 to 5 inches of snow accumulation and light freezing rain until 9:00 P.M.
today.

e Chukchi Sea Coast, Lower Yukon Valley, and the Southern Seward Peninsula Coast —
3 to 8 inches of snow accumulation until 3:00 A.M. tomorrow.

e Lower Kobuk and Noatak Valley, Baldwin Peninsula, Northern and Interior Seward
Peninsula, Eastern Norton Sound and Nulato Hills — 3 to 8 inches of heavy blowing
snow is expected until 6:00 A.M. tomorrow.

e Lower Koyukuk and Middle Yukon Valleys — 2 to 6 inches of heavy snow and light
freezing rain are possible until 9:00 A.M. tomorrow.

e Upper Kobuk and Noatak Valleys — 4 to 8 inches of snow with localized amounts of up
to 15 inches are possible until 3:00 P.M. tomorrow.

High Wind Warnings are in effect for the following areas:

e Anchorage — 40 to 60 mph with gusts to 80 mph near the Anchorage Hillside and
Turnagain Arm until 10:00 A.M. today.

e Denali and the Eastern Alaska Range — 45 to 55 mph with gusts to 70 mph until 6:00
A.M. tomorrow.

A Winter Storm Watch has been issued for the Eastern Beaufort Sea Coast. Up to 3 inches of
blowing snow is possible tomorrow.

A Dense Fog Advisory is in effect for much of the Southern Panhandle until 10:00 A.M. today.

A Wind Advisory is in effect until midnight tonight for Deltana and Tanana Flats. Winds with gusts of
up to 55 mph are expected.

Winter Weather Advisories are in effect for the following areas:

e Kuskokwim Delta — 2 to 7 inches of snow accumulation, light ice accumulation and
winds gusting to 40 mph are possible until 3:00 P.M. today.

¢ Northeastern Brooks Range — Blowing snow and winds gusting to 40 mph are possible
until 3:00 A.M. tomorrow.

e Central Beaufort Sea Coast — Blowing snow is expected tomorrow with accumulations
of up to 1 inch.
