Significant Issues:

Newtok School Generator Fire
Last night, at approximately 6:30 pm, the Newtok Ayaprun School power plant caught fire. The power plant
was destroyed; however, no other structures are reported damaged. The school is not connected to the village
power source and the community is working with the Lower Kuskokwim School District to provide a temporary
generator to keep heat and water on in the school. The Native Village of Newtok washeteria is not working and
residents have been using Ayaprun School as their water source. There are no immediate requests at this time
and the plan is to further assess damages and needs this morning during daylight hours. The SEOC is
coordinating with local, state, tribal and other partners in support of the community on this event.
