Significant Issues:

Shishaldin Volcano

Recent observations of the Shishaldin Volcano have shown elevated surface temperatures and increased
seismic tremor amplitudes. Lava is likely present within the summit crater. In response to the changes, the
Alaska Volcano Observatory (AVO) raised the Aviation Color Code to ORANGE and the Alert Level to

WATCH. No volcanic cloud is present. AVO will continue to closely monitor unrest at Shishaldin Volcano.

2023 Spring Floods Disaster

State Public & Individual Assistance, Small Business Administration, and Federal Emergency
Management Agency will continue the Joint Preliminary Damage Assessments today with two teams
returning to Circle, Fort Yukon, and Stevens Village.
