The Kenai Peninsula Borough (KPB) continues to evaluate the impacts of their flooding near Seward last 
week.  Most response assets were demobilized yesterday including the two emergency management 
specialists sent to assist the KPB EOC last week. The SEOC is in regular communication with the Borough 
and involved State and Federal agencies as this incident transitions from flood fighting response to 
recovery.

There is a Winter Weather Advisory in effect from through this afternoon and evening. The Advisory covers 
a large area including Central Interior, Eastern Alaska Range, Yukon Flats and Surrounding Uplands, 
Copper River Basin, Middle Tanana Valley.
