e Municipality of Skagway — Klondike Highway for snow with possible accumulation of 4 to 6
inches, with winds gusting as high as 40 mph from Noon today through 6:00AM Saturday.
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¢ Northeast Prince William Sound — Thompson Pass for blowing snow and high winds with gusts
up to 35 mph from Noon through 9:00PM today.

e Eastern Aleutians for high winds 50 to 60 mph with gusts up to 80 mph from Saturday
afternoon through Saturday evening.
