Significant Issues:  

Anderson Sewer System Issues 

Governor Mike Dunleavy issued a disaster declaration on the 11th to assist the City of Anderson, within the Denali 
Borough, with their response to ongoing water and sewer issues. The SEOC continues to work with the City of Anderson, 
Denali Borough, Department of Environmental Conservation, Village Safe Water, and other agencies to support the 
community’s response and recovery efforts.  

SEOC was contacted by the city of Adak regarding a storm event impacting the community that caused intermittent power 
and landline communication outages. City officials’ belief that full restoration of power and landline service should be 
restored this week. This contact was for situational awareness only, the community made no requests for state 
assistance. The SEOC will continue to stay in contact with the community to identify any potential need for assistance.

The following Blizzard Warnings are in effect: 

• Pribilof Islands – Blizzard conditions expected with snow accumulation of 2 – 4 inches with 
winds gusting as high as 50 mph from 9:00AM to 6:00PM today.  

The Following Winter Storm Warnings are in effect: 

• Western Aleutians – Heavy and blowing snow expected with accumulation of 3 to 7 inches and 
winds gusting as high as 80 mph from 11:00AM to 9:00PM today. 

• City and Borough of Yakutat – Heavy snow expected with accumulation of 6 to 10 inches and 
winds gusting as high as 35 mph. 

• City and Borough of Juneau – Heavy snow expected with accumulation of 5 to 11 inches from 
6:00PM this evening through 12:00PM Wednesday. 

• Glacier Bay; Cape Fairweather to Lisianski Strait – Heavy snow expected with accumulation of 
5 to 8 inches from 5:00PM this afternoon to 9:00AM Wednesday.  

• Eastern Beaufort Sea Coast – Blowing snow and very low wind chills expected with winds 
gusting as high as 55 mph and wind chills as low as 65 below zero. 

The following Winter Weather Advisories are in effect: 

• Cape Fairweather to Lisanski Strait, City and Borough of Sitka – Snow with accumulation of 4 
to 7 inches with slippery road conditions and reduced visibility from 8:00PM this evening 
through 3:00PM Wednesday. 

• Eastern Chichagof; Admiralty Island, Petersburg Borough, Western Kupreanof and Kuiu Island 
– Snow expected with accumulation of 3 to 5 inches with winds gusting as high as 40 mph 
from 5:00PM this afternoon through 9:00AM Wednesday.  

• Western Arctic Coast – Blowing snow and cold wind chills ongoing. Winds as high as 30 mph 
with wind chill as low as 55 below zero through 6:00AM Wednesday.

• Cordova area: Considerable advisory level above 2,000 ft, moderate advisory level from 1,000 
to 2,000ft and low advisory level below 1,000 ft near Cordova. 

• Turnagain Pass area: Considerable advisory below 2,500 ft; High Advisory above 2,500 ft. 
• Hatcher Pass area: Moderate advisory level at all elevations.
